Five days to go before the FORMULA 1 GRAN PREMIO DE MÉXICO 2018TM  and 
with the likelihood that the championship will be won this weekend, the organisers 
of the event announced that tickets for the best F1®ESTA in the world have 
completely sold out. 
 
The Autódromo Hermanos Rodríguez will once again come alive with the passion 
and dedication that is now synonymous with the Mexican fans. Following the 
unexpected race result at the United States Grand Prix last Sunday, the 
atmosphere will be even more electric.

Undoubtedly, the unique atmosphere that is experienced at this spectacular 
event has been a fundamental part of the success and the international 
recognition we have received. We are very excited about the possibility that Lewis

Lewis Hamilton can win the Formula 1® title in Mexico for the second consecutive 
year. Even if Sebastian Vettel takes the victory this weekend, the reigning 
champion only needs to finish seventh to seal his fifth Fomula 1® drivers’ 
championship.  It would be the second time he is crowned champion at the 
FORMULA 1 GRAN PREMIO DE MÉXICO 2018™, becoming the first driver to 
achieve this feat in the history of the sport.   
 
Over the course of the race weekend, race-goers can experience a 
comprehensive schedule both on and off the track - three days packed with 
intrigue, excitement and adrenaline.

In its most recent three editions (2015, 2016 and 2017), over 1 million people have witnessed the 
race, which – according to analysis by Formula Money – has made the Mexican GP the second 
with more spectators worldwide (after Great Britain). 

To date, the 2015, 2016 & 2017 editions of the FORMULA 1 GRAN PREMIO DE MÉXICO™ have 
generated over 30 thousand jobs in the region and have achieved an economic impact of $2.2 
billion USD ($39.6 billion MXN). 
Mexico will once again achieve global recognition through the race, which will take place from 
October 26 to 28 – after the third successive year of being voted “Best Promoter of the Year” in the 
category by FIA and FOM, the highest authorities of professional motorsports worldwide.
